=  Massage therapists are paid an hourly wage for client contact hours. For every massage therapy
appointment, massage therapists are expected to arrive 15 minutes before and stay 15 minutes after
the scheduled appointment fime; therapists will be compensated accordingly for this time.
o Arrive to work 15 minutes prior fo each appointment to prepare massage table and room.
o Stay 15 minutes after each client to prepare massage table and room for next session, write
SOAP notes and ensure that all equipment is cleaned and placed in its respective area.
= Ensure massage therapy sessions are safe and effective for the client.
= Know scope of practice and act accordingly.
= Keep client information private.
= Have reliable fransportation.
= Aftend all mandatory meetings and continuing education sessions.
=  Wear a clean RecSports Massage Therapy uniform.

= First Aid, CPR, AED certification or ability to atftain it within first week of employment.
